TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION
"L ASTRITES " is a persistent but pesky phrase in the
Catholic lexicon, and not a particularly useful phrase since
it props open the door to misunderstanding. Many
Catholics presume it refers to the anointing of the sick, yet
there is nothing "last" about it. Clearly, the Church desires
anointing to be celebrated fairly early on in the crisis of
illness, and not as a last measure. The Rites for the Dying
stand apart in the Church's plan, and include two principal
rites. The first is viaticum, Latin for "food for the journey,"
the reception of Holy Communion by a dying person. Even
very active and aware Catholics often do not realize that
this "last rite" does not require a priest's presence, but can
be conducted by a deacon or minister of Holy Communion.

THE SECOND "LASTRITE " in the pastoral plan is a prayer

called "Commendation of the Dying." Similarly, this does
not require the presence of a priest, but can be led by any
minister or family member. Too often, we have focused on
what only a priest can do, namely anoint, and have
forgotten the fullness of liturgical care that the Church
desires for its dying faithful. The "last rites" are completely

available to us even when a priest is not.

We are delighted to say that 433
completed surveys were collected. A sincere thank you to all who patrticipated.

The following actions are the result:

Goal #3: Expand Adult Education:

1. There were 352 satisfied responses.

2. In response the weekly Bulletin has been expanded to show current programs and the
days/times offered.

3. Coordination with HNJ, St. Mary's and the Diocese has started to form a Campus
Ministry at NWFSC

4. New programs are being looked at for future classes.

Goal #4: Enhance Communication within the Parish and between other
churches / community.

1. 387 Votes identified the Bulletin as your primary source of information followed by Email
and the Web site.

2. Information requested was updates on all special events plus any changes to routinely
scheduled services, classes, and events. The Bulletin has been expanded to meet
all the requested changes including larger font.

3. The Web Page gives you access to all the activities outside of Christ Our Redeemer.

Goal #6: Increase participation and socialization outside of Mass:

1. All voted for more Family socials of various different kinds as well as separate occasions
for Adults only, Teens, Youth and Children.

2. 110 Volunteered to help with 53 giving their name and phone number.

3. There are already several events scheduled over the next few months for various age
groups. Keep an eye on the Bulletin for the Schedule.

4. Many (305) stated that they would be willing to donate to attend functions. This is very
important to help with the financial costs.
